Day 5:   Corner Brook,  
Newfoundland
Located on the western side of the island, 
Corner Brook has been visited by many, 
beginning with the Maritime Archaic In-
dians 3,500 years ago. Since that time Es-
kimos, Portuguese, Basques and Captain 
James Cook have frequented the area. 
Today, Corner Brook is a modern city 
nestled among scenic hills near the Gulf 
of St. Lawrence.

Outdoor enthusiasts find wildlife is plen-
tiful, including herds of caribou, and 
moose and rivers teeming with trout 
and spawning salmon. Seals and whales 
are found offshore. Three craft outlets 
in town offer hand-embroidered parkas, 
whalebone and ivory carvings, and seal-
skin leather goods.

Day 6:  Sydney, Nova Scotia
Nova Scotia means New Scotland, and 
the sound of bagpipes is not uncom-
mon here. Early Scottish settlers felt the 
land resembled home. The most popular 
excursion is a trip to the Fortress of Lou-
isbourg National Historic Park, an amaz-
ing re-creation of a 1744 French fortress. 
Bird watchers will want to venture out to 
Bird Islands to spot the Atlantic puffin 
and bald eagle. The sinuous Cabot Trail 
along the coast offers one of the most 
dramatic drives in North America.  The 
Alexander Graham Bell Museum in Bad-
deck is another popular attraction.

Day 8:  Saint John (Bay of Fundy), 
New Brunswick 
Recently designated a UNESCO Bio-
sphere Reserve, the Bay of Fundy is one 
of the top natural destinations in Canada. 
Its coast has been uniquely sculpted by 
the famous Fundy tides, the highest tides 
in the world. Saint John’s history is as 
spectacular as its nature; the downtown 
historic district is must-see. One of the 
most scenic areas is the Market Square 
and Waterfront which has been beauti-
fully restored to the ornate Victorian 
style stone and brick buildings of the 19th 
century. There is a beautiful walking path 
known as Harbour Passage which goes 
from the Waterfront to the Reversing 
Falls Rapids.

REGISTRATION AND DEPOSIT:

A deposit of $200 per person ($500 for cruise), of which 
$100 per person is non-refundable, is required to finalize 
registration. The balance is due 75 days prior to departure 
(90 days for cruise).  If payments are not received by the 
due date(s) specified, reservations may be cancelled without 
notice.

Cruises:  If reservation is made after final payment due date, 
prevailing rates and availability apply.

TOUR CANCELLATIONS:

If cancellation is received by America by Rail more than 75 
days prior to departure (90 days for cruise), $100 of your 
deposit will be retained.  For cancellations received within 
75 days of departure, the following per person cancellation 
fees apply (90 days for cruise):

• �76-90 days prior to departure:  (cruise only) 
20% of total tour cost.

• �46-75 days prior to departure:  
25% of total tour cost.

• �15-45 days prior to departure:  
50% of total tour cost.

• �14 days or less prior to departure through duration of the 
tour:  100% of total tour cost.

The total tour cost includes tour price, add-ons and up-
grades.

Refunds will be made approximately 30 days after the con-
clusion of the tour.

Payment / cancellation exceptions are noted on tours.

T R A I N  A C C O M M O D AT I O N S

All tours except those categorized as Coach Class include 
private Roomette on Amtrak overnight trains and Bedrooms 
(double occupancy) or Roomettes (single occupancy) on 
VIA Rail Canada overnight trains. Bedrooms on Amtrak 
are available at an additional cost. Reclining coach seats are 
included on U.S. and Canadian trains used only during the 
daytime except for those categorized as Coach Class. Coach 
Class tours include reclining coach seats with leg rests on 
Amtrak trains. Meals on the trains are included for those 
traveling Coach Class on the North American tours as indi-
cated in the itinerary.

Sightseeing, as outlined in the itineraries, will be provided 
by motorcoaches in most instances. Admission fees are in-
cluded as specified. Sightseeing tour arrangements may be 
altered if required. 

M E A L S

All included meals are listed in the tour itinerary. Persons 
requiring a special diet must inform America by Rail at the 
time of registration.  Not all restaurants/trains will be able to 
honor special requests.   Due to events beyond our control, 
trains are sometimes delayed and supplies may become lim-
ited.  If you have special dietary requirements, please make 
sure you have a sufficient supply of nourishment to meet 
your dietary needs.

In the itineraries, the meals are listed at the end of each day 
using CB for Continental breakfast, B for breakfast, L for 
lunch, and D for dinner.

B A G G A G E

For your convenience and to expedite movement, baggage 
handling is limited to one suitcase per person. Transfer and 
porterage of one suitcase per person is included at overnight 
stopovers. On most tours the one suitcase per person is 
handled by America by Rail and is checked through to the 
next destination. Carry-on luggage is used while en route. 
America by Rail is not responsible for loss or damage to 
your baggage or for any lost, stolen or destroyed item. Speci-
fied transfers between rail stations and hotels are included.
